I t  is wit h great  pleasure and no 
sm all relief t hat  we present  a draft  
program  of t he ACCUTE Conference 
for  2007.  The pleasure com es in 
what  I  t hink is going to be a st rong 
and engaging conference.  We 
received a wide range of 
subm issions from  all levels of  t he 
profession, and cover ing enorm ous 
cr it ical terr it ory .  Our vet t ors were 
always (well, alm ost  always)  good-
hum ored and prom pt  in ret urning 
their  report s, and a num ber of 
folks didnÕt  flinch when we cam e 
back t o t hem  repeat edly wit h m ore 
proposals t o look over .  Convenors 
of m em ber-organized sessions and 
j oint  sessions were t im ely and 
organized, m aint aining an open 
com m unicat ion wit h us t hroughout  
the process.  We have even 
received a num ber of expressions 
of grat it ude by folks whose papers 
were not  accepted for inclusion, 
but  who found receiv ing t he 
vet torsÕ report s inst ruct ive and 
support ive.  To everyone who was 
involved in t he processÑ and not  
least  t o Karen, Johanne, and 
Allison here in t he ACCUTE off ice, 
and t o Lisa Vargo at  t he Universit y 
of Saskat chewanÑ I  ext end m y 
thanks.  (By t he way, if youÕre 
wait ing for m e to explain t he 
ÒreliefÓ part  of m y opening 
sent ence, t hat  should be obvious:  
the dam n t hing is done! )  
 

 

What  is perhaps m ost  rem arkable 
to m e about  t he subm issions and 
organized panels t his year is t he 
way in which poet ry  has ret urned 
to becom e a cent ral genre of 
inquiry .  One m ight  argue t hat  as 
deconst ruct ive text ual pract ices 
gave way in t he 1980s to hist or -
icizing, m ater ialist - based readings 
of texts, t he result  was a m ove 
away from  close readings of  poet ry 
and int o narrat ive f ict ions, m ore 
ready sites for  discussions of  
ideological and social pract ice.  For 
the past  num ber of years, t hough, 
we have been wit nessing a ret urn 
to poet ics and aest het ics.   That  
ret urn is heralding a renewal of t he 
pleasures of close reading as t he 
form alist s underst ood it , but  it  also 
underst ands t he degree to which 
poet ics m ust  engage wit h t he 
herm eneut ic pract ices so finely  
honed w it hin fict ional narrat ive.  
The result  is an ACCUTE program  
shot  t hrough w it h poet ryÕs urgen-
cies:  Jason Cam lot  has organized 
two sessions ent it led ÒThe Use(s)  
of Poet ry,Ó we have a panel 
ent it led ÒWhy Donne Mat ters,Ó we 
have considerat ions of  t he func-
t ions of poet ry in canon form at ion, 
and t he int ersect ions of poet ry and 
huge-scale public v iolence, be it  
World War I  or 9 / 11.

Given t his part icular em phasis on poet ry , I Õm  
also happy t o announce our indiv idual plen-
ary speaker for t he Saskat oon conference. 
This year ACCUTE welcom es Professor 
Herbert  ÒChipÓ Tucker , John C. Colem an 
Professor of English at  t he Universit y of 
Virginia, Charlot tesv ille.  Chip Tucker is t he 
aut hor of Tennyson and t he Doom  of 
Rom ant icism  (Harvard, 1988) , Browning' s 
Beginnings:  The Art  of Disclosure (Minne-
sota, 1980)  and num erous art icles on nine-
teent h-cent ury  literat ure.  His address t o us, 
ÒThe St roke of t he Cont em porary ,Ó will of fer  
a discussion of aest het ics, polit ics, and 
const ruct ions of  paranoia as art iculated in 
Robert  BrowningÕs short  poem  ÒHow I t  
St r ikes a Cont em porary ( t hereÕs your hom e-
work assignm ent ) , but  w it h an eye to how 
the poet ics of paranoia st r ike us here, in 
2007. Tucker  is ex t rem ely concerned to give 
the k ind of talk t hat  m ost  m em bers will 
enjoy , and t o ensure t hat  his t im e wit h us is 
a r ich and st im ulat ing as possible.  Report s 
have it  t hat  his delivery sty le is always a 
pleasure.  We can look forward t o a real 
intellect ual event  here. 
 
Lest  I  should m ake t his seem  like a poet ry 
conference, I  also want  t o draw your at ten-
t ion to t he wealt h of interdisciplinarit y in t his 
yearÕs program .  We have a num ber of ses-
sions considering links bet ween t he v isual 
and t he verbal;  t he funct ion of digital 
technologies in t he classroom ;  and t he links 
between t he art ist / architect / m usician and 
the form  of t he book . The v icissit udes of 
autobiography form  a st rong t hem e t his 
year , as do conversat ions between ÒhighÓ 
and ÒpopularÓ text ual form s. And of course, 
there is t he interdisciplinary panel on Adap-
tat ion wit h Linda Hut cheon, Gary Bart olot t i 
and Gordon McOuat , about  which I  wrote in 
m y last  colum n. This panel, co-sponsored

 and Philosophy of Science, prom ises to be 
high-energy and provocat ive, not  t he usual 
talk ing-head form at .  ACCUTE president s of ten 
worry t hat  in put t ing t oget her a conference 
that  offers som et hing for everyone, t heyÕll 
produce not hing for anyone.  I  have no such 
anxiety :  our program  really does represent  it s 
const it uency- -v ibrant , t hought ful, explorat ive. 
 
And so, t he draft  program  (pp 9 f f) .  Please 
take ÒdraftÓ at  it s word:  while we hope t hat  the 
papers w ill appear in t he panels as weÕve out -
lined, not hing is set  in st one. Also weÕve yet  to 
determ ine in som e cases t he m ost  logical order  
for  papers wit hin t he panel:  what  is now t he 
first  t it le in a session m ay end up being t hird. 
 
A final com e-on:  we here in Halifax never 
underest im at e t he im port ance of play .  
Teachers of literat ure form  alliances as m uch 
out  of pleasure as out  of disinterested intellect -
ual inquiry, polit ical allegiances, and profes-
sional networking.  Thus t he part ies at  
Congress.  Our  first  evening feat ures ÒBash-
kat oon,Ó t he fourt h annual ESC party t o be 
held at  LydiaÕs on Broadway.  On Monday  28 
May, when youÕre fresh from  t he AGM, st rap on 
your  dancing shoes and com e to t he ACCUTE 
Dance Party at  Boff inÕs on cam pus.  Then, 
close of f your conference exper ience by bat t ing 
around faux-hedgehogs wit h plast ic flam ingos 
at  t he Alice in Wonder land Croquet  Mat ch at  
3: 30 pm  on Tuesday 29 May.  Who knows 
what  dignitaries youÕll see in t he guise of 
Duchesses, Red Queens, and Cheshire Cat s!

Ret ired universit y t eachers never really ret ire;  
a surpr ising num ber  cont inue to do research 
and publish.  At  m y universit y , a survey  by  
our faculty ret irees' organizat ion RALUT 
(ht tp: / / www.ralut .utoront o.ca/ )  confirm s t hat  
about  20-25%  of ret irees cont inue t o "write 
that  book"  - -  and publish it  t oo!   They  also 
wr ite art icles,  give inv ited lect ures, serve t heir  
professional organizat ions, begin new research 
project s, and generally m ake a stellar  
cont r ibut ion t o t he reputat ion of the 
universit y . But  t here's a problem , and it 's 
get t ing bigger :  access t o funding. Or really ,  
there are two problem s. 
 
The four grant ing councils welcom e 
applicat ions from  ret ired faculty.  SSHRC will 
t reat  your  St andard Research Grant  proposal 
like any ot her ;  it 's a level playing field.  But  
can you get  your departm ent  chair or dean to 
sign off on your proposal in t he first  place so 
that  it  can be subm it ted?  Som e ret ired 
academ ics have encountered real problem s at  
their  universit ies.  The reasons given are of ten 
related t o space allocat ion and infrast ruct ure 
issues. At  UofT t here is a procedure for appeal 
to t he Provost , which at  least  recognizes the 
im port ance of ret iree research t o the 
universit y . Even t hen, deans and chairs seem  
to forget  t hat  she who get s a t hree-year  
Standard Research Grant  also br ings m oney  
into t he depart m ent :  funds based on the 
percentage of SRG awards t o her depart m ent  
which are intended to support  sm aller  
research grant s for facult y. And t here lies the 
second problem . 
 

These sm all research grant s ($5000 or less)  
are oft en t he very ones ret irees need m ost :  
m oney for a short - term  research assist ant ,  
illust rat ions for t heir  book or art icle, t ravel t o 
a conference. But  in any depart m ent , the 
research needs of ret ired faculty are usually  
low priorit y , and perhaps r ight ly so;  new 
faculty and scholars t est ing new project s are 
bound to go t o the head of t he list . I nj ust ices 
do occur,  however ;  I  know one very  not able 
ret ired scholar who has given up his long-
standing research grant  and now f inds he can' t  
get  so m uch as a few dollars to at tend a 
conference. There's at  least  one inst it ut ion 
that  has separate funds for which a ret iree can 
apply , but  t hey are com pet it ively available t o 
all.  
 
Som e day you are going t o ret ire t oo, and if  
you are going t o writ e t hat  book, or draft  t hat  
art icle on a new t opic, or go t o Saskat oon or  
Salonika t o give t hat  paper , you too will need 
funding. What  can we do about  t his sit uat ion 
now?  There are several ways t o help. 
 
First , if you're a dean or a chair,  t hink  
posit ively about  t he ways in which support ing 
som e k ind of research funding for  your  
ret irees w ill add lust re t o your universit y,  
instead of ( as is t oo often t hought )  draining 
resources away from  it . Find t hat  of fice space 
and t hat  photocopier , or back t hat  t r ip to 
Saskat oon or Salonika.  For t he sam e reason,  
if you are a depart m ent  m em ber serving on a 
sm all grant s com m it tee t ry t o f ind a solut ion 
for  t hat  m erit orious ret iree applicat ion sit t ing 
on your  desk .

Second, if  you are a ret iree who is concerned about  t his issue, you w il l 
be delight ed t o know t hat  CURAC, t he nat ional associat ion of universit y  
ret iree associat ions (ht t p: / / www.curac.ca/ )  has a com m it tee work ing 
hard on t he problem .  Professor Peter  Russell (Em erit us, Polit ical 
Science, Universit y of Toronto)  and his colleagues from  across t he 
count ry  are proposing an approach t o t he four grant ing councils t hat  
they  hope w ill lead t o a special fund for sm all grants t o ret irees;  it  won' t  
cost  m uch, and it 's wort h doing. Russell and t he president  of  CURAC, 
Howard Fink  (English, Concordia) , w ill be m eet ing w it h m em bers of all 
four  councils during February t o argue t he case for  a new way of funding 
ret iree scholarship, one analogous t o t he program m e for I ndependent  
Scholars now in place at  SSHRC. I f it 's successful, perhaps we'll also 
begin to see a change of heart  on t he part  of deans and chairs who 
refuse t o sign off on St andard Research Grant  proposals. That  would be 
a big step forward, for we ret irees now, and for you ret irees in t he 
fut ure.

On May 11, 1842, Charles Dickens and his wife Catherine arrived in 
Montreal on the final leg of the ÔÒEnglishÕÒ part of DickensÕs first North 
American tour. They stayed until May 30th at RascoÕs Hotel in what is now 
Old Montreal. At the time of DickensÕs arrival, Montreal was the most 
populous city in British North America, and would soon to be made the 
capital in 1844. Its port was booming, and it already gave promise of 
becoming the economic engine for the rest of Canada. Dickens loved 
Montreal, which was also the venue for his first return to acting since 
his authorship days. 
 
In honour of DickensÕs visit to Montreal 165 years ago, the Dickens 
Society will be holding its annual meeting in Canada for the first time 
since the Society was established in 1970. Papers on any aspect of 
DickensÕs life and work are invited for the 12th Annual Dickens Symposium, 
which will take place at the Hotel Du Fort in downtown Montreal from 
August 17-19, 2007. Papers dealing with DickensÕs experiences in Canada 
would be especially welcome. Proposals should be 1-2 pages long and final 
papers should be readable in 20 minutes.
